Dave Karr grew up in New York City
and was raised on the rhythms and har-
monies of jazz legends Charlie Parker,
Dizzy Gillespie and Lester Young. He
moved to the Twin Cities in the mid-
1950s. Now, 50 years later, the seventy-
five-year-old saxophonist, flutist, clari-
netist, composer and arranger is one of
the Twin Cities’ musical treasures, hav-
ing performed with some of the finest
local and national jazz instrumentalists
and vocalists.

The hostess for this special gather-
ing of professional musicians, Laura
Caviani, a Minnesota native,  graduated
magma cum laude from Lawrence Uni-
versity (BM), and has a composition de-
gree: Master of Music in Improvisation
from the University of Michigan, Ann Ar-
bor.

Board Member (1989-2006) Dick
Rohleder, died March 10, 2006, at age
79. He was a lifelong resident of the St.
Paul area attending public schools and
graduating from Central High School.
Rohleder graduated from the University
of Minnesota, earning the degrees of
Bachelor of Science, magna cum laude,
Bachelor of Arts, Business Administra-
tion and Bachelor of Law. He was a civil
trial lawyer. During WWII, he served in
the Navy and was recalled to active duty
in Korea during 1951 retiring with the
rank of Commander.

In varying combi-
nations, these magical artists have fur-
ther amassed years of collaboration,
which explains the empathy that per-
vades their long overdue debut, In the
Meantime. While the vibes-based quar-
tet is hardly a new configuration in post
bop ensembles, replacing the usual pi-
ano with guitar creates more celestial
harmonies. And, at least in this case, a
distinctly European esthetic evolves
